Intermediary resistance — the delivery chain ‘self serves’ leaving
behind the end user

Pre-packaged learning content pushed for passive consumption —
losing opportunities for co-creation and active consumption

Institutions hold all controls — user input minimised or ignored

Activity data and evidence ignored — what’s working and what's not
working will be in black and white (could be quite confronting !!)
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
